CLUB COMMUNITY CHALLENGE
Competition Aim

To encourage Clubs and members to work together in their community to promote a better knowledge and understanding of the Movement amongst the public.

Learning outcomes
Working with a wide range of people on various projects in the local community, publicising the work done, keeping records, preparing and delivering a presentation on the work done.  Developing links with others.  To allow members to work together to help others and gain a better understanding of their needs.
The duration of the competition is one competition year (September to August) when Clubs can get involved in lots of activities in their local area.  They should promote the Movement and gain positive publicity for their activities in any way they can.  YFC often gets negative publicity nationally and many people have a poor image of young people.  The YFC Movement does lots of good things and we should make more of them.
It would be good if Clubs could get involved with other groups in their locality and do things for them.  E.g. gardening for the elderly or infirm, taking people on outings, putting on or joining in events, raising funds for local groups. Charity work.
Procedure –

1. Each Club should keep some kind of record of their activities during the year in a portfolio, scrapbook or folder to be submitted for judging (September)

2. Prepare and deliver a presentation to the judges (October)  The presentation can be in any form that the Club chooses and should be delivered by no more than 3 people.  Time limit 15 minutes to include questions from the judges.
