CDFYFC GENERAL RULES

2008-09 COMPETITION RULES
1. Eligibility
1.1. Junior


16 years of age or under on 1 September 2008
1.2. Intermediate

21 years of age or under on 1 September 2008

1.3. Senior


26 years of age or under on 1 September 2008

2. Judges decisions and complaints

2.1. The Judges’ decision is final.  

2.2. Written notification of intention to lodge a complaint or to dispute the result must be received on the day of the competition.

3. Amendments

3.1. The CDFYFC reserve the right to amend or cancel any of the Rules.

4. Behaviour

4.1. Unacceptable behaviour by competitors or supporters, which adversely affects other competitors, will be penalised.  

4.2. Abusive behaviour towards Judges and Stewards will, in continual and extreme cases, lead to disqualification.   

5. Membership cards and other identification

5.1. Competitors are required to produce on the day of the competition their current, signed Membership Card, with suitable photo-ID, or a fine of £5 will be imposed for non-production.  County Federation offices are urged to ensure that when a member reaches a National Final/Annual Convention, their cards are correct, acceptable, signed and bearing a suitable photograph. Any member U18yrs will be requested to show their consent form on check in as per General Stock Judging Rules
6. Participation in NFYFC competition finals

6.1. Competitors may take part in competitions as follows: -

6.1.1. Dairy Event - Stockman and Young Stockjudge of the Year competitors cannot enter Dairy Stockjudging
7. Helping members with learning disabilities
7.1. CDFYFC/NFYFC seeks the inclusion of the full membership in all its endeavours. Should a member require assistance to compete at a National final due to disability (learning/physical), every effort shall be made to ensure inclusion of the individual with dignity, respect and confidentiality. NFYFC requests prior knowledge of assistance required in order to maximise the benefit to the individual.
8. Insurance
8.1. The cover provided by the National YFC Insurance Scheme will apply to all Clubs and members participating in Competitions.
