Clubs may enter as many teams as they wish.  All teams will consist of 4 

members.  Seniors must be 26 and under on the 1st of September of that 

competing year and all juniors must be 16 and under on the 1st of September

 of that competing year.
The competition will be run on a league basis, with 2 or 3 teams at each 
venue.  The Home team provides the venue and is responsible for all costs. 

 They must also set out the room, and introduce the teams and the 

quizmaster.

The Junior and Senior Quiz will be held on the same night, at the same

venue.  Juniors compete first at 7.30 pm, followed by the Seniors at 8.30 pm.  

If there is just a Senior team at the venue, the competition will begin at 7.30

pm. If a team fails to  arrive at the venue for their start time allowing 15 mins 

delay, the team will be disqualified from that round of the quiz. The draw for 

all 3 rounds will be made at the County Office and circulated to Clubs, so 

that venues can be booked.

At each quiz, there will be 8 rounds of 12 questions.  Questions will be given to

 members individually, unless it is a team question. Teams will be identified at

each venue and seated left to right.

Team 1 will start the 1st, 4th and 7th rounds.  Team 2 will start the 2nd, 5th and 

8th rounds, and team 3 will start the 3rd and 6th rounds. 

4 points will be awarded for a correct answer.  If the team member is unable to answer, 
it is passed on and 2 points awarded to the team member who answers correctly.  
Questions cannot be partly answered and then passed on.  
Part marks may be awarded at the Quiz master’s discretion.

 

All teams should endeavour to have a full team at each round but if a team

only consists of less than four members i.e. 3 members the four question for 

each round can be given to the team but is only worth 2 points i.e. Pass

value. 

Teams’ scores are to be given by the scorer at the end of each round.
