Venue: Cole Pike Home Farm Lanchester
Eligibility –Any member between the ages 10-26 can help make, design, and build the Karts, but only members aged 16+ may drive the Kart in completion.

Health and Safety: All competitors must wear safety equipment. You must bring your own: 

Helmet

Gloves

Goggles

Knee and Arm pads

Procedure: The Kart must not be longer than 6ft and 6ft wide, including wheels. The base of the Kart must stand no more than 2ft from the ground. Any type of wheels can be used fro pram to bicycle. No three wheelers allowed. Any type of material from wood to metal can be used to make the Kart. Any sharp edges must be smoothed off if using a mental construction. The Kart must only carry 1 person. Some type of brake must be fitted and working. The shape design and colour of the Karts are entirely on clubs choice. Bicycles with stabilisers or ex-petrol driven Go-Karts adapted for the competition will not be allowed to enter the competition. No Karts are allowed to be motorised in any way they will be gravity powered only. All karts must be made from scratch. The competition will be either a race against others or a time trial and will be decided on the day. During a race there is not to be any contact between any karts or disqualification will occur.

The track will be a clear grassed field with no obstructions or jumps of any kind.

All Karts will be checked and only allowed to race at the discretion of the Judge.
